T-6 Landing Gear Guide
LANDING GEAR WARNING SYS

Aural Tone (5 beeps a sec)

· Handle UP, PLC below 87%N1 (apx), and A/S below 120 KIAS

· Flaps LDG and ALL gear not indicating down/locked

(regardless of gear door pos., Handle pos., power setting, or A/S)

· Handle UP with WOW
· Warning tone will never sound above 120KIAS (regardless of PCL setting) unless flaps are set to LDG.   

Warning Silence Button

· Will not work with flaps in LDG pos. with the gear up

· Will not work gear up w/ WOW

· All other conditions will silence horn

· If the horn is silenced, it will only be reset (rearmed) if the power is increased beyond 87%N1 (apx).  Then the tone may be set off again.

Gear Light Indications

· Green lights – indicate respective gear is down and locked when lit.

· Nose Gear Red light – indicates when the NLG is not up/locked or down/locked when lit.  If it is on, the NLG is in transition.

· Main Gear Red lights – Indicate when MLG inboard DOORS are not UP.  If the light is on, the main gear inboard doors are NOT UP.

· Red Handle Light 

· Anytime any other red light is on

· Anytime the PCL is near IDLE with the Gear Handle UP 
· Regardless of A/S or actual landing gear position

MISC


- Normal Extension – hydraulically actuated and electronically sequenced

· Lamp test switch on left console will test all Gear Pos. Indicators

· Switch located in ea. Cockpit (switch only activates lights in respective cockpit)
· Downlock override Button – Overrides downlock solenoid

· Solenoid electrically locks gear handle down when WOW or WOW switch failure

· Note: gear will not raise upon WOW switch failure even though the handle may be raised by overriding the solenoid

· Extension Times

· NORM – 6 sec

· EMRG – Longer than 6 sec

· EMRG landing gear handle – Front cockpit only

· UP/DOWN LOCKS
· MLG – Internal Actuator UP/DOWN Locks

· MLG inboard doors – Internal Actuator UP/DOWN Locks

· NLG – Over center Down lock, Internal actuator Up Lock
